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BATHGATE PARK SCHOOL

SMOKE FREE POLICY 
RATIONALE:

Bathgate Park School recognise that smoking in school settings presents students and others with a mixed message regarding tobacco consumption and acknowledge evidence that indicates that smoking within a school can contribute to the uptake of smoking by young people both now and in the future.  We also recognise that the health and well-being of staff and other users of the school may be negatively affected by smoking, and respect the right of employees to a smoke free environment.

PURPOSE:

· To comply with the Smoke Free Environments Act 1990, and other laws requiring smoke free environments.

· To provide a totally smoke free environment at Bathgate Park School.

ACTION:

· Smoking shall not be permitted anywhere within the buildings, grounds or school vans of Bathgate Park School at any time, nor at any official school activity such as camp, field-trips, sports events etc.

·  Anyone (employees, parents, external organisations, contractors or individuals) using school facilities or on the school grounds are to be notified of the school's smoke free policy and that the policy applies to them whilst on the property.  This will be done using signage around the school grounds, verbal notification, and/or copies of this policy.

· Complaints whereby notification of any breach of our smoke free policy can be made to the Principal.

· Smoking cessation will be given to staff who are wanting to give up smoking.
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
